HOW TO USE

1 Measure rice with the measuring cup provided. One cup of uncooked rice makes
approximately 3 cups of cooked rice by volume. Rinse rice in a separte bowl unti l
water becomes relatively clear.

Place rinsed rice in the pan. Add water according to the following standard.

Otherwise, rice may be
ruined.

HOW TO CLEAN
1. Unplug before cleanrng.
